So….What happens when I die?
● Jesus spoke to the repentant criminal being crucified next to him, 

saying, “Today you’ll be with me in paradise.” - Luke 23:42-43

● Paul discussed his possible execution in a Roman prison, and he 

said death wouldn’t be so bad. It would make the Philippians sad, 

but he would get to be “with Christ.” - Philippians 1:21-24

● Paul talked about the true hope that drives Christian 

faithfulness, even in the face of death. The result of death, he 

said, was being “with the Lord.” - 2 Cor. 5:6-9

We get to be WITH JESUS as a new creation!
